25th ANNUAL LECTURE: 2012
The 2012 Annual Lecture will immediately follow the 2012 Annual General Meeting on Thursday, 25th October at 18.00. It will be given by Julian Stray, Assistant Curator and Postal Historian at the British Postal Museum and Archive. The title of the Lecture will be ‘My dear Tony…’

Julian Stray has a keen interest in both social and postal history and has researched and lectured extensively on various aspects of postal history. These subjects range from transport of mails, family history, modern technology, letter boxes, and telephone kiosks to postal markings, post offices and their architecture etc. The Lecture will detail Anthony Trollope’s work and influence within the Post Office. His talk will prove fascinating to anyone curious to know more of the author’s life beyond his writing.
Anthony Trollope was appointed as a Clerk in the Post Office Secretary’s Office in November, 1834. Following a few years of unrewarding work he was appointed a Surveyor’s Clerk in Ireland primarily involved in investigating complaints by the public. He eventually attained the grade of Surveyor. Tasked with improving postal services, his work saw him travelling extensively in many English, Scottish and Irish Districts. Such was his expertise that he was sent on special missions abroad to Egypt, the West Indies and the USA. At home, his pioneering work on introducing the Pillar Box to the Channel Islands and Mainland Britain is well documented. By now a successful author, he resigned from the Post Office in 1867
